ing.  Nine judges nominated nineteen of the forty-three 

submissions and gave nine awards.  Four awards went 

to various Paph. haynaldianums as well as an Award of 

Quality to the entire group.  

The Award of Quality is given to a group of twelve or 

more of the same plant if they are a significant im-

provement over the former type.  It is granted unani-

mously without scoring, not a difficult decision in this 

case after we looked at all fourteen of them. If you own 

a Paph. haynaldianum, the bar just went up.  

This month's judging was a feast for the eyes. ð
