The only way for the flu to enter the body is
through the mouth and nose or wet mucus mem-
branes such as the eyes. The most common way
of this happening from person to person is by
droplet contamination with a cough or a sneeze.
The next most common way of getting infected is
by touching contaminated hands to mouth or
eyes or eating things that have been exposed to
flu virus.
