Two specimens of 

Epidendrum lacustre, owned by 

Nadine Gindhart, were awarded a 

Certificate of Horticultural Merit 

(CHM) of 82 points for its florifer-

ousness, large flowers and inter-

esting floral structure. The CHM is 

awarded to a plant with horticultural 

merit that would be valuable in 

breeding hybrids.
